BRAZILIAN BIODIESEL PROGRAM

• Implementation of biodiesel program:
– 2005/2007: blend of 2% authorized;
– 2008: blend of 2% mandatory in January and 3% in June;
– 2009: blend of 4% mandatory in July;
– 2010: blend of 5% mandatory.

• Use of multiple vegetable oils and animal fat as raw materials in 
the industrial process for production of biodiesel

• Social Certificate: biodiesel producers can pay less taxes in case 
they use feedstock originated from family agriculture projects
